 Substantial period townhouse in attractive treelined residential 

road within minutes' walk of central station. 

 Located between Grove Park and Calverley Grounds. 

 Large well-proportioned rooms with tall ceilings and retaining 

period features. 

 Architectural features include fireplaces, tall ceilings with moulded 

cornices, stained glass panelled front door. 

 Wrought iron gate and quarry tiled path leads to the beautiful 

original double-leafed front door with leadlight fanlight, enclosed 

porch with coat hanging rail. 

 Original stripped pine doors with stained glass leadlight panels 

leads into a spacious hall. 

 Original floorboards and staircase spanning first and second 

floors, moulded corniced ceiling and useful understairs cupboard. 

 Sitting room features a wide bay to the front with sash windows, 

working fireplace with cast iron surround and tiled hearth, fitted 

cupboard to side. 

 Dining room with open and working fireplace with cast iron inset 

and grate, with fitted tall, shelved cupboard either side, window to 

rear.  

 Original floorboards feature in both reception rooms and hall and 

also with pine doors. 

 The kitchen enjoys a dual aspect with sash window to side and 

French doors out to a secluded west facing courtyard garden. 

 The kitchen is fitted with solid wooden worktops including a large 
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island unit with breakfast bar, one and half ceramic sink and 

drainer. 

 Comprehensive range of cupboards and drawers including 

saucepan drawers  and appliances include a Bosch induction hob 

in the island unit, fitted microwave, plus oven, dishwasher and 

Siemens tall fridge/freezer. 

 Period staircase from the hall leads to the first floor landing and 

continues to the second floor. 

 To the front of the house there is a superb reception 

room/bedroom and features a bay plus a large sash windows to 

the front with fitted shutters, tall ceiling with moulded cornicing, 

picture rail and period pine door. 

 Double bedroom 2 features a tall sash window to the rear and 

double doors to a built in wardrobe cupboard. 

 Well-appointed bath/shower room which includes a large 

shower cubicle, wall  mounted washbasin, low level WC with 

hidden cistern, standalone bath, chrome towel radiator, tiled 

floor and walls and a pair of sash windows to the rear. 

 Utility/Drying room with plumbing for washing machine, 

housing hot water tank and window to the side. 

 Period staircase to second floor landing with access to the roof 

space.  

 Double bedroom to the front with a pair of sash windows, 

working fireplace with cast iron inset and grate, pine doors to 

shelved cupboard, also wall to wall range of fitted wardrobe 

cupboards. 

 Double bedroom 4 has a large sash window with views across to 

Mount Ephraim and double doors to a shelved cupboard. 

 Bathroom 2 comprising panelled bath, low level WC, pedestal 

washbasin and window to the rear.

 Attractive front garden with climbing Rose. 

 West facing courtyard garden with access from the kitchen via 

French doors, enjoying a high degree of privacy and mature 

Magnolia and Camellia and herringbone brick terrace.
