Location

Waterhouses is a village in the south of the
Staffordshire Peak District in England. It is around 8
miles from Leek and Ashbourne, being nearly the
halfway point between the two fowns on the A523
road, which roughly follows the southern boundary
of the Peak District National Park.

The village of Waterhouses is on the River Hamps,
a fributary of the River Manifold, and at the
southern end of the track of the former Leek and
Manifold Valley Light Railway (now the Manifold
Way, a walk- and cycle-path), which ran to Hulme
End.

Waterhouses sitfuated on the A523 Leek fo
Ashbourne Road on the edge of the dramatic
scenery of the Peak Park. It offers a doorway to the
beauty of the Peak District National Park,
uninferrupted by traffic. via many footpaths or the
aforementioned Manifold Way Cycle path The
Peak District Boundary Walk runs through the
village.

The small farming hamlet of Waterfall lies a



kilometre and a half away to the north. This is a Snug
