The home boasts an attractive frontage with a
striking large bay window and a neat forecourt,
creating immediate kerb appeal. Internally, a
beautiful entrance hall welcomes you in, finished in
warm, neutral tones and complemented by tasteful
interiors that set the tone for the rest of the property.

From here, the accommodation flows seamlessly
into a spacious open-plan living, dining and kitchen
area, creating a cohesive and sociable layout ideal
for modern living. To the front of the property, the
cosy living area is centred around a charming
feature fireplace and enjoys a large bay window
that fills the room with natural light.

To the first floor, the property offers two generously
sized double bedrooms, both benefitting from
large bay windows that allow for an abundance of
natural light.

Externally, a shared driveway runs alongside the

property and leads to a carport at the rear,
providing sheltered off-road parking. The rear
garden is initially paved, creating a pleasant seating
area, and extends onto a lawned section beyond,
offering an ideal space for relaxing, entertaining or
family enjoyment.

The market town of Leek is known as the 'Queen of
the Staffordshire Moorlands', Leek is a former
textile town with a long and fascinating history.
