The unspoilt fown centfre offers a refreshing
alternative to from modern shopping malls and
has a wealth of independent shops, including
former silk mills housing anfigue and reproduction
pine cenfres, as well as traditional and
confemporary furnishings.

Delicious local produce can be found in abundance
af fraditional butchers, bakers, greengrocers,
delicatessens and cafes. Leek is also home to
speciality producers of condiments, confectfionery,
preserves, wine, whisky, craft beers and the
traditional Staffordshire oatcake.

Traditional markets abound, both indoors in the
beautifully restored Victorian Butter Market and
outdoors in the Market Place, offering everything
from general goods, antiques and collectables to
fine foods and special 'Totally Locally' Sunday
markets. And when it comes fo wining and dining,
you can choose from a tfempting selection of cafés,
real ale pubs and restaurants.

Further afield, you'll find the unique, tooth-like rock
formations of The Roaches, Rudyard Lake with its
picturesque setfting and narrow gauge railway and
Tittesworth Water, a popular and accessible
attraction for visitors of all ages

The location offers excellent access to the Peak
District National Park, an area of oufstanding
natural beauty famed for its walking, cycling and
wildlife watching. Steep limestone valleys like
Dovedale, with its stepping stones, and Lathkill Dale,
draw visitors from around the world.

The nearest frain stations to Leek are Stoke-on-
Trent (12 miles), Macclesfield (13 miles) and Buxton
(13 miles), providing direct services to Manchester,
Sheffield and London in around 95 minutes.
